Village water pump

We have received a quote from Bar & Grosvenor.  Unable to obtain any further quotes – any suggestions?  MS to have a look at it inside, the firm that made the pump may be able to provide an archive with the original designs, we may be able to replace just the insides as some chains are broken.  Grade II listed and in Conservation area – may be able to get funding.

North Yorkshire Highways


i) Kerbing

Ken Martin has quoted £60 per meter for concrete kerbing and £70 per meter for imitation stone kerbing which is recommended for conservation areas.  He is sending me a list of approved contractors and is arranging for someone from Highways to come and meet us to discuss this further.  BC to contact Duffields and Houseman & Falshaw for quotes.  Also BC to follow up with Highways and get samples of kerbing.

ii) Speed Assessment & Signage

Ongoing - the new Improvement Manager, Donna Hogson, is in post from 1st April and we will have to wait to progress this further then and arrange another meeting.  Complaint received about another near accident on the junction by the post office – BC to request a mirror through Highways.  New 30mph signs have been placed in the village.
iii) SLOW linage marking

Ongoing - this has been reported to the contractor will be put in the right place.

iv) Grass crete verge

Ongoing - second funding application has been received.

Old Butcher’s request for Easement

The works have been carried out.  Contractors dug up the green rather than using a mole, although they have made a good job of it, they didn’t have authorisation from the Parish Council to do this.  BC to write a letter of complaint to YW.

The First Responder group have written to the Parish Council to thank them for their support and donating the money.    Charles Jesper has confirmed that the funding from Harrogate Borough Council has been approved and received.

Low Green drainage

On 6th March YW contractors visited the village and put a camera down the surface water sewer drain on the low green and they found no blockages.   They have said that they will not return as it is not their responsibility for maintaining it.  I argued that surely it was their responsibility as it is on public land and they said it was because there is a soak away.  When I asked for more detail they said someone would call me back to discuss this further but I have had no call.
Dave Whincup at Moor Farm – BC to contact and discuss.  I have emailed Houseman & Falshaw to see if they can help and I am waiting for a response.

MS has copy of old village drainage system plans showing a tank in top left hand corner of green.  Apparently after YW visit on 6th March it was then referred to the Environmental Agency who then referred it back to YW.  There are ongoing problems in different areas such as Sports Field, individual properties, field next to cemetery due to nature.  Under further investigation, BC to follow up with YW.
