The Minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council

a) Minerals Core Strategy

Information about quarrying in North Yorkshire to be circulated.

6. Minutes of the meeting held on Monday 12 April 2010 to be approved
The minutes were approved.  MS proposed, MB seconded.

7. Planning applications
a. 6.68.157.B.FUL to erect a single storey side extension at 2 Burnett Close, Burton Leonard; to consider and respond to the planning application.
The distance between the extension and boundary was discussed, it is at least one meter.  There is no overlooking from windows to neighbouring property.  New plans are far more in keeping with original dwelling, no objections to design and layout, but concerned about close proximity of neighbouring grade II listed building.  The Parish Council agreed to respond with; C neither objecting to nor supporting the application but raising the issue of the close proximity of the extension to the Grade II listed building and distance to the boundary.
b. Burton Leonard Primary School – planning application for a canopy; to discuss and view plans.

Plans not yet received – deferred to next meeting.

8. Matters arising - Clerk’s progress report (for information only)

a) Planning

The enforcement at the house in the North East end of the village is ongoing.
The enforcement in the centre of the village has been sorted and no further action is required.
b) North Yorkshire Highways

NYCC have new lining contractors and therefore this needs to be reported again to Area 6, BC to action.  Simon Foster is undertaking lining works in our area in the near future but it has not been scheduled for completion.

Sheila Peacock has agreed to do the annual internal audit for a fee of £25.  The external audit will be ready for signing in the next meeting in June.

e) Commuted Sums

Money has not yet been received from the new house in the village, it is still being investigated by Sean Wright.
f) Grounds Maintenance grant

We have received a cheque for £292.24 from HBC.
g) Water Fountain – Grade II Listed

Quotes are still being obtained from several possible contractors.  BC to follow up – two quotes have to be submitted for possible 50% funding.

A community litter pick was discussed and a date agreed for Friday 4th June at 10am, meeting on the low green pump.  BC to organise 20 sets of equipment and to enquire about a risk assessment form.

10. Grass cutting and school involvement

Correspondence has been found dated 5th February 1970 which is a letter from the parish council to the school making an offer to construct the approach/access road to the school in return of the maintenance of the village greens.  We need to find the responding letter from the school to confirm what was agreed.  More information is required.  BC to speak to Sally at the school and to ask about log books.  MS to get hold of minutes and further information in archive.

The risk assessment was reviewed and all cllrs agreed to adopt it again with no adjustments.

12. Financial

a. Statement of accounts for the current financial year
All cllrs have a copy.  Yorkshire Water bills queried, daily charge which is why the standing quarterly rate fluctuates.
b. Insurance renewal due 1st June 2010, quotes received from Allianz and Zurich; to agree a quote and payment.
Cllrs agreed to accept the cheapest quote which was the renewal for AOL Allianz - £738.41 to pay.  MS proposed, MB seconded.
BC to query insurance cover for non commercial public village events.  IG to give licence information to AC.
