6. Matters arising - Clerk’s progress report (for information only)
a)
Village water pump

We have received a quote from Bar & Grosvenor for £7920.  A second quote has been obtained from Dorothea Restorations for £2,500 plus VAT.  BC to try Dales Water Services in Wass.
b)
North Yorkshire Highways

I have been in contact with the new Highways Improvement Manager, Donna Hogson and all the issues that I have raised are ongoing.  I am in the process of getting some answers to my email sent on 26th April.  I am hoping that another visit will take place in the village to progress the kerbing and speed assessment projects.  The issues that are ongoing are as follows:

i) Kerbing

iii) SLOW linage marking in wrong place


iv) Grass crete verge – highways are prioritising all funded projects


v)  Request for mirror opposite village shop


vi)  Request for grit boxes to be filled

Old Butcher’s request for Easement

A letter of complaint was sent to YW about the fact they did not carry out the work by using a mole which is what the PC had given permission for them to do.  Elaine Nixon called to explain that it was not possible to use a mole because of the gas mains.  Their contractor, Morrisons, have apologised and said they should have let us know.

Neighbourhood watch/Fire Service/Police meeting

We had a very poor attended, yet informative meeting with the fire service and local police.  The fire service will carry out a free home risk assessment and will provide and fit free smoke alarms for every floor.  Smoke alarms for the hard of hearing can also be provided.  

Our Community Support Officer, Sharon Wilson, introduced herself and we talked about the Neighbourhood Watch scheme.  Mobile police will be visiting the village in June.

a. Notification of possible breach of planning control at 2 Sunnyside Gardens, site visited 16th April 09 
It was found that the low level of business activity taking place from the property does not constitute a material change of use that would require planning permission therefore no further action is required.
