The minutes were approved; MS proposed, MB seconded.

7. Planning applications
a) 6.68.24.D.COU Change of use of land from agricultural field to form playground at the Sports Field Pavillion, High Peter Lane - planning permission granted on 11th April 2011 subject to conditions; to be noted.
Subject to conditions specific to the hedgerow and playground equipment will require further planning permission. The planning details are due to be amended and we should receive notification of a revision to the plans; BC to follow up.  Funding may be available from HBC and the lottery.

a) North Yorkshire Highways 

i) School & Village signs

Communication has been made with Highways regarding the improvement of school and village signs, especially improving the visibility of the school’s location.  Highways have promised to investigate further.  The parish council are awaiting feedback from Heather Garnett and Highways.
ii) Harrogate Rural Safety Scheme - Mill lane parking bay project

The grass is starting to grow, BC to follow up edging on the road.
iii) Saltbin

A green salt bin has been ordered and paid for – delivery will not be made until late summer.  
iv) Pot holes

Due to the current economic climate and budgetary constraints highways have informed us that they are only able to attend to defects that present the greatest danger to highway users.  The Highways inspector will continue to monitor the condition of the road and should the condition of the carriageway deteriorate to become dangerous he will arrange for any defects to be made safe.  Cyclists & motorists should write to the county councillor directly for more impact.
b) VAT reclaim
A claim of £87.84 has been made for VAT on expenditure in 2010/11; this amount will be credited to the account.

c) Grounds Maintenance

We have received communication from HBC that we will have a 4% increase in our 2011/12 grounds maintenance grant and future payments will be made by BACS rather than by cheque.
d) Household Waste Recycling Centres

As from 1st July the County Council’s household waste recycling centres will be CLOSED every Wednesday, this decision followed consultation to reduce cost in the waste management service; to be noted and a poster will be put on the notice board.
