Waste management changes for 2012 were discussed; household waste will change to fortnightly collections and the recycling will increase to include plastic and cardboard.

4. Minutes of the Annual and Open meetings held on Monday 16 May 2010 to be approved
The minutes were approved; MS proposed, MB seconded.

5. Planning applications
a. 6.68.57.B.FUL Erection of two storey and single storey extension at 3 Church Lane, Burton Leonard; to review, discuss and respond.
Plans were difficult to decipher, notification letters were delivered and no response from owners or objections from neighbours.  Roof lights at first floor level don’t seem to be in keeping with conservation area, which are directly onto the street.  The side elevation may have overlooking/overbearing windows to neighbouring properties.  Cllrs agreed to respond with C – does not support or object to the plans but wishes to make comments as above.
b. 6.68.101.C.FUL Erection of single storey extension with render finish to 3 elevations and installation of 1 door (Revised Scheme) at Greenside, Station Lane, Burton Leonard; to review, discuss and respond.
Proposed rendering will change look of house as the main house is not currently rendered; it is brick stone & cobble.  Cllrs agreed to respond with B – objecting to rendering and UPVC windows as the location of the house is in a prime location overlooking the green and within the conservation area.

a) North Yorkshire Highways 

i) School sign

Highways have agreed to put up a sign to show the school’s location which will be placed at the bottom of the access road.  Cllrs have met with Nina Zastawniak to discuss the type and location of the sign.  They will let us know when this will be done so that we can meet with them to agree its final location.  Proposed location next to junction box; safety issues raised & discussed.  Highway rules don’t apply as it is on green; cllrs cannot agree to sign on village green and would like to request a pedestrian sign.
ii) Harrogate Rural Safety Scheme - Mill lane parking bay project

The grass is starting to grow, BC to follow up edging on the road which is now sorted.
iii) Saltbin

A green salt bin has been ordered and paid for – delivery will not be made until late summer.   Ongoing.
b) Water Fountain – Grade II Listed
Further investigation & enquiries are taking place; ongoing.
c) Traffic Mirror
Mirror to be placed on the post opposite blind corner near shop.  Ongoing - MS.
