The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting

Monday 4th July 2011 at 7.30pm

1. Receive apologies

3. Members of the public are invited to address the council

a. Sheltons

Why did the parish council stop using them?  We received a more competitive quote from Field & Land services including the extra work required on the top green.

b. Highways

Pot holes on Scarah Lane/Apron Lane reported but no repairs have been made.  Unless considered dangerous maintenance is not being carried out – BC will report these areas again.

4. Such other business as, in the opinion of the chairman, should by reason of special circumstances, be considered as a matter of urgency
a) Road closure Saturday 9th July
The road from Stavely to Burton Leonard will be closed due to the triathlon on Saturday 9th July from 12 to 5pm – this could affect the feast – BC to display a poster in the shop window.

b) Flooding on low green

Flooding in a different area near Greenside, Yorkshire Water have been contacted and are due to come out – MS to follow up.

5. Minutes of the meeting on Monday 6th June to be approved
The minutes were approved; MS proposed, AC seconded.

6. Planning applications
a. 6.68. Extension of existing conservatory at Oldfield House, Scarah Lane; to discuss, view & respond.
Not overlooked by neighbouring properties, no objections received.  Proposals are to enlarge the existing conservatory, using same materials.  All cllrs agreed to respond with no objections.
b. 6.68. 105.C.DVCON Deletion of condition 7 of planning permission 6.68.105.A.FUL to allow use as a single dwelling at Cobweb Cottage, Scarah Lane; to discuss, view & respond.
Condition 7 seems to be in place because there was previously no off road parking for Manesty, now there are 2 spaces on hard standing in the field opposite designated for both properties.  Cllrs agreed to respond with neither supporting or objecting to proposals but wishing to make comments to request parking area to be used as part of the permission.

c. 6.68.57.B.FUL erection of two storey and single storey extension at 3 Church Lane - application has been withdrawn; to be noted.
d. 6.68. Woodlands Farm – confirmation of an application to remove material restrictions from previous planning consent; to be noted.

7. Matters arising - Clerk’s progress report (for information only)
a) North Yorkshire Highways 

a. Salt bin

We are still waiting for the salt bin to be delivered; it was paid for in April; ongoing.
b) Royal Wedding Celebration Grant

We have received receipts for the expenses for the Royal Wedding celebration which accounts for the £300 grant given in April 2011.  There was a remaining amount of £23.76 cash which was not required and has been returned to the Parish Council.

c) Water Fountain – Grade II Listed
Further investigation & enquiries are taking place; ongoing.  MS found broken bottles & mud inside, it can be used for the feast.
d) Traffic Mirror
Mirror to be placed on the post opposite blind corner near shop; a wooden post may be needed to mount it on.  Ongoing - MS.

8. Sign to identify the school location; to decide the specific location of it.

Email received from Robin Smith discussed with proposals.  Cllrs have a duty to ‘protect and enhance’ the village greens.  Other options have not been discussed such as school sign painted on road would be a lot less obtrusive.  A low level wooden posted sign on the green would be acceptable.  Whilst the parish council are wishing to identify the school location it is also important to ensure it is the right sign in the right location in the conservation area.  Further options to be discussed and agreed.  Cllrs believe that a 2.1m post on the corner of the green would not be visually acceptable.

9. School access; an update.
Ongoing; MB will be attending the next governors meeting and MS is meeting with MP Julian Smith to discuss the ongoing issues and for advice.
10. Declaration of interest; cllrs to renew their interest forms.
Deferred to next meeting with correct documents.

11. County Council Highways and Transportation Services; an update.

Maintaining road surfaces are a priority, limited to safety issues only.  Winter maintenance budgets are being protected.  Road safety education & training reduced.  No maintenance due in this area. 12. North Yorkshire County Council mobile library consultation; an update & notification of the service ceasing on 16th September 2011.
