4. Planning 

a. 6.68.146.D.FUL Erection of detached agricultural workers dwelling at Woodlands Farm, plans to be viewed and discussed.
During discussions two main areas of concerns were raised; materials and size of the building.  The proposed materials are brick and cllrs agreed that this would not be in keeping with the village and that traditional limestone would be appropriate.  Also the cllrs were concerned that the actual building plans were very big for an agricultural farm house.  The Parish Council have responded objecting to the plans on the grounds of building materials and size of the proposed plans.

b. 6.68.150.A.FUL Erection of replacement roof over single storey rear extension at The Firs, Station Lane, Burton Leonard, plans to be viewed and discussed.

Discussions led to the conclusion that The Parish Council have no objections to the proposed plans and have responded accordingly.
