Robin Derry from Harrogate Borough Council came to give a presentation to help our community create a resilience plan in case of an emergency in the village.  The plan would help to respond to an emergency such as flooding, isolation due to severe weather conditions, power cut, transport disasters, foot & mouth etc.  The plan contains information about the community, community vulnerability, earmarked safe buildings, community resources/assets, ways of communication, useful contact details and action sheets with emergency tips and guidance.  Volunteers are needed to help create the plan.  To be discussed further at the next meeting.
