The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting

6.68.146.E.EXTP extension of temporary permission to allow the agricultural workers dwelling to remain for a further 3 years at Woodlands Farm


The plans were discussed and the decision was made to respond with no objections on the condition that it would be removed once the new house was built (see item 4b. below).

Enforcement Notice at Flatts House, Scarah Lane
The appeal against this enforcement notice has been dismissed.  BC to check the date/time for compliance.

4. Planning 

a. 6.68.170.FUL Erection of single storey side and rear extensions at Cherry Trees, Mill Lane, plans to be viewed and discussed.

The Parish Council came to the decision to respond by not objecting or supporting the application but wishing to make comments/seek safeguards as follows:  Clarification of distances from the boundaries are required as they are not specified.  The plans are very poor and we do not believe they are adequate.  The scales are different on each plan and therefore it is difficult to compare existing and proposed plans.

b. 6.68.146.D.FUL Erection of detached agricultural workers dwelling at Woodlands Farm, planning permission granted on 13th August 09.
c. 6.68.150.A.FUL Erection of replacement roof over single storey rear extension at The Firs, Station Lane, Burton Leonard, planning permission granted on 5th August 09.

d. Notice of planning enforcement received for Hambleton View Farm, Common Balk Lane, outcome of the investigation.
Arrangements have been made between the developer and the council’s Finance Department to pay the Public Open Space payment in instalments, once this arrangement is in place the enforcement case will be closed.  BC to clarify the wording of the letter and whether it is possible for the developer to provide public open space rather than a payment.

Village water pump

North Yorkshire Highways

Information has been passed to Heather Garnett to follow up.  The issues that are ongoing are as follows:

Mirror

BC awaiting contact from NYCC to arrange for this area of hedges/trees to be cut back and tidied up.

6. Low Green Drainage – an update.
MS and Nick Sambidge have met and done some investigation on the green.  It was suggested that we need a camera & pump kit to investigate the pipes further which may be damaged and to find out where the pipes lead by using dyes.  It was agreed by all cllrs that a maximum expenditure of £500 would be authorised in advance to hire the necessary equipment to carry out further investigations with the help of Nick Sambidge who has expertise in this area.   
7. High Green Kerbing – an update.

The plans have been agreed by NY Highways who will project manage the work and PB has had some quotes from approved contractors.  PB to arrange for samples of kerbing (granite sets & conservation concrete) and written quotes so that these can be agreed at the next meeting.  We are unlikely to get any funding for this project and if we are it may take a number of years to get.  There is approximately £900 that can be used from commuted sums.  Highways are due to re-tarmac the areas with yellow markings on Scarah Lane in September/October.
8. Local Transport Plan Questionnaires; Development of the New Local Transport Plan and Satisfaction with Highways & Transportation Service – respond by 30th September.
MS to have a look at both surveys and respond if appropriate.
