The minutes were approved, MS proposed, MB seconded.
6. Planning

a) a. 6.68.5.E.FUL Installation of 4 replacement windows (Revised Scheme) at The Royal Oak, Copgrove Road; to discuss and respond. 

The plans were viewed and discussed.  Windows are at the rear of the pub and are not overlooking anyone.  Cream rather than existing brown.  Neighbouring properties all have uPVC at front and rear.  Cllrs all agreed to respond with C – neither objects nor supports the application.
b) 6.68.101.B.FUL Erection of single storey extension, Greenside, Station Lane; planning permission granted on 11th October 2010; to be noted.
c) Tree preservation order No 38/2010 at Roseberry, Mill Lane, consultation period will expire on 24th November; to be noted, we will be notified when a decision has been made.

a) North Yorkshire Highways

Harrogate Rural Safety Scheme - Mill lane parking bay project

We have been notified that the works on Mill Lane are currently on hold, no new start date has been given.  We will advise of further information when received.  

Village & School Signs survey

A survey of the signs in the village is due to be carried out by the highways inspector week commencing 8th November – to confirm.
b) Parking Issues in the village
The Chairman and the Clerk met with PSCO Sharon Wilson to discuss the current issues and general concerns in the village about vehicles parking and causing obstructions and also about missing animals in the village.

c) Planning

Objections have been made about the planning application to remove the telephone Kiosk in the village on the grounds of heritage, safety and amenity.  These objections would have to be appealed by BT in order to be able to remove the kiosk.  Further information to be sought – BC – The Parish Council would like to keep the phone.
d) Lime Kilns Style

We received a response from Mountgarret Estate and now have their contact details on file for future reference.  The style is now fixed and secure.  BC to write a letter of thanks.

Water Fountain – Grade II Listed
A photo and letter has been sent to Clerks & Councils Direct, to request help, it has been published; again no contact has been made.  We welcome ideas; we could just maintain the outside and leave it switched off.

g) Commuted Sums

Confirmation has been received that the sum of £3,958.52 was received on 24th November 2009.  This has been added to the spreadsheet which Sean Wright has promised to send out to us by the end of November, which will also confirm which category this money can be spent on.  
h) Affordable Housing Enquiry

It has been confirmed that the number of applicants looking for affordable housing in this area is currently 79 for a 2 bed and 40 for a 3 bed (South Ripon Rural).  We have also received a leaflet explaining the points system for affordable housing.

The two main issues are the maintenance of the high green and of the access road.  HG to progress with the school legal department.
